Re: Consideration — Adoption of Ordinance for Street Closing Requests Involving
State Roadways within Municipal Corporate Limits

BACKGROUND:

On July 31, 2015, North Carolina Department of Transportation (NCDOT) Chief Engineer,
Michael L. Holder provided notice to Division Engineers, including Jerry Jennings of Highway
Division 1 (which covers Camden, Currituck, Dare, Gates, Pasquotank and Perquimans
Counties), that the new guidelines concerning authorization to close a State roadway so as
to conduct a special event were effective immediately. The policy recognizes that counties
and municipalities have the statutory authority to hold events that they sponsor or are
responsible for, and thereby, can adopt a local ordinance declaring the purpose, date and
duration for the closing of a local roadway or a State roadway within the local jurisdiction.
This type of ordinance does not require a public hearing. Advance notice and a copy of the
adopted ordinance must be provided to the Division office.

ANALYSIS:

The annual Coast Guard Marathon will be returning to the City of Elizabeth City this March.
The State street closing schedule is as follows:

Thursday, March 6, 2025
- Dog Corner Park closes at 6:00pm

- Waterfront Park closes at 6:00pm
- Setup commences at 6:00pm in Waterfront & Dog Corner Parks

Friday, March 7, 2025
Street closure at Water St from Ehringhaus to Shepard at 6:00am

Saturday, March 8, 2025
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- Street closure at Water St from Ehringhaus to Shepard continues

- Street closure at Ehringhaus from Road to Water, 7:00am to 3:30pm

- Street closure at Water St from Elizabeth to Shepard, 7:00am to 3:30pm
- Street closure at Main St from Road to Water

- Rolling street closures, 7:00am to 3:30pm throughout Elizabeth City and Pasquotank
County. '

- Roads will re-open as the last runner and the tail race vehicle clears.
Sunday, March 9, 2025
- Re-opening of Water Street from Ehringhaus to Shephard at 6:00 p.m.

Roads and parks will be cleaned of race weekend litter and reopened by 6:00 p.m.
on Sunday, March 9, 2025

Representatives from the USCG will send requisite advance notice to the NCDOT. Staff does
not object to the street closing schedule as proposed. City personnel and regional agencies
will be coordinating emergency response, alternative vehicular traffic routes, and safe
pedestrian activity for the duration of the event.

AN ORDINANCE DECLARING A ROAD CLOSURE FOR THE ANNUAL COAST GUARD
MARATHON, HALF MARATHON & 5K RUN

WHEREAS, the City Council of Elizabeth City acknowledges a long tradition of providing
an annual springtime festival for the pleasure of its citizens; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of Elizabeth City acknowledges its citizens realize a financial
benefit from holding the annual Coast Guard Marathon, Half Marathon & 5K Run race event;
and

WHEREAS, the City Council of Elizabeth City acknowledges the race event requires
approximately four days to install signing and traffic control, finish line truss structures and
equipment, food and other retail vendors, and also requires approximately six (6) hours for
removing same, and litter;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the City Council of Elizabeth City pursuant to the
authority granted by G.S. 20-169 that they do hereby declare a temporary road closure during
the day(s) and times set forth below on the following described portion of a State Highway
System route:

This ordinance to become effective when signs are erected giving notice of the limits and times
of the race, and implementation of adequate traffic control to guide through vehicles around
the race route.

SECTION 1. EFFECTIVE DATE: This Ordinance, as revised herein shall take effect
immediately upon adoption.

SECTION II, SEVERABILITY CLAUSE. If any section, or part of provision of this Ordinance
is declared unconstitutional or invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, then it is expressly
provided and it is the intention of the City Council of the City of Elizabeth City in passing this
Ordinance that its parts shall be severable and all other parts of this Ordinance shali not be
affected thereby and they shall remain in full force and effect.

Asbury to River Rd — go left (restricted to single lane — running into traffic)

River Rd to Weeksville Rd {SR 344) — go left (restricted to single lane which will need to be divided for contra traffic coming
back from CG base & in lane closest to CG base) — runners pushed into side of contra lane closest to traffic

Weeksville to CG Base entry — go left & enter base via their entry path (unrestricted roads while on base for the half route)

CG Base — Enter base on main entry road (Moukawasher Dr) in the same lane as a car would enter base. Make 1% right onto the Airstrip,
make next right and go down to the Airstrip — go left. Take the Airstrip all the way down and go around the grass median. Veer right after
median and come back to main road & go left. Follow main road back and do NEW foop by the gas station on the base. Make right on the
main road and take back to main entry/exit. Exit base like a car would travel back onto Weeksville Rd.

NOTE — THE FULL WILL SPLIT OFF FROM THE HALF ONCE THE COURSE FINISHES THE AIRSTRIP AND COMES BACK TO THE MAIN ROAD.
HALF GOES LEFT & THE FULL GOES RIGHT IN THE LANE RUNNING AGAINST TRAFFIC HEADING TO BLIMP AREA.




TURN BY TURN OF HALF [Full will follow same route back off base to the Finish]:

Come back to Weeksville Rd via base road — go right onto the right side of the cone line down the middle of the
single lane of Weeksville Rd we have usage of for both routes.

Take Weeksville to Herrington Rd — go right {restricted to single lane running with traffic)

Herrington Rd & veer right to stay on Herrington back into town (restricted to same single lane)
Herrington Rd {crossover Ehringhaus) to Church St — go left (restricted to single lane going with traffic)
Church St to S Poole St - go right (unrestricted)

S Poole St to Main St — go right (restricted to single lane with traffic)

Main St to Water St — go right (unrestricted)

Water St to the finish -
